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Punjab Government has notified Public Procurement Rules 2009
Karachi, 2 October 2009  : The Punjab government has  notified Public Procurement Rules 2009 in order to improve transparency in procurement of goods, services and consultancies. 

On the recommendation of Transparency International Pakistan, Government of Punjab, Services and General Administration  through Notification No. MD (PPRA)1-1/2009 dated 2nd October 2009, has notified that in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 26 of the Punjab Procurement Regulatory Authority Ordinance, 2007 (Pb. Ord. XIX of 2007), the Governor of Punjab is pleased to make the Punjab Procurement Rules, 2009.

Syed Adil Gilani, Chairman TI Pakistan said that the Public Procurement Rules, 2009, which were initially  notified by the Federal Government on 8 June 2004, and by the Sindh Government for Province of Sindh on 1 November 2006, and now notifies by the Punjab government will eliminate all discretions in procurement process and avenues of corrupt practices in tendering,  by making the  following Transparent Steps  mandatory to eliminate manipulation in tenders;
Provide prequalification Documents which includes all relevant information including the detailed evaluation criteria, bid award method, Signing of Integrity Pact ( no bribery pact and declaration of Agent's Agreement), Evaluation Report to be provided to bidders 15 days before award for filing objections, Rights of bidders for complain on evaluation report and reply by department, Declaration of Contract and Evaluation Report on the website after the Award on Contract. 
Contract for Supply, Works and Consultants  to be awarded only to the  lowest responsive  Evaluated Bidder. The system of scores awarded to bidders, and the highest scoring firm to be awarded Contract on his tendered cost has been forbidden. 

The decision was taken following a presentation given to the Punjab government by the Transparency International Pakistan. The Public Procurement Rules 2009 will have overriding effect on all existing procurement rules, manuals, instructions and orders issued by the government from time to time. The rules will apply to all departments, district governments, autonomous, semi-autonomous  organisations/commissions and all offices being paid directly or indirectly through finances of the Punjab government.
