Transparency International Pakistan launches its Advocacy and Legal Advice Centre (ALAC)
Transparency International Pakistan today launched the opening of its Advocacy and Legal Advice Centre in Karachi. On this occasion Mr Syed Adil Gilani, Chairman of the Board of Trustees briefly explained the salient features of this program. He said that Advocacy and Legal Advice Centres (ALACs) reject the notion that people are apathetic in the face of corruption. Rather, they demonstrate that they will become involved in the fight against corruption when they are provided with simple, credible and viable mechanisms and oppurtunity for doing so. 
ALACs aim to: 

· Empower citizens to make and pursue corruption-related complaints 

· Translate these concerns into structural changes 
ALAC activities are to: 

· Provide legal advice and assistance to citizens 
· Undertake advocacy for broader reform 
· Take up corruption cases with the concerned authorities

· Analyze and disseminate data collected at regularly intervals

The rationale for the ALAC are that

· The fight against corruption will be more effective if citizens are involved

· Engaging directly with citizens provides a deeper understanding as to how corruption works in practice

· Reflecting the real experiences of people enhances the legitimacy of advocacy campaigns.

Started in 2003 by three National Chapters – Bosnia and Herzegovina, Macedonia and Romania – there are now 27 ALACs operating in 20 countries, with over 19 new countries ready to launch ALAC programmes.
In Pakistan, the ALAC is staffed by a senior lawyers and other logistic staff. A toll free hotline has also been installed to facilitate out of station complainants. The core purpose is to inform citizens about their legal rights, provide legal assistance and equip them to take action on cases of corruption that they have been victims of. 

TI Pakistan will also collaborate with other civil society organizations and non governmental organizations that have similar objectives. TI-P will also send cases of needy person who have to go into litigation to NGOs that provide legal aid. 

TI Pakistan is certain that this center will go a long way in curbing corruption in the country. TI-P looks forward to the support to curb corruption and requests cooperation from all citizens.
