Transparency International BPI 2008 Ranks Public
Works Contracts & Construction Companies of
Russia, China, Mexico and India as the biggest

bribe payers in World,

Karachi, 9 December 2008 – Overseas bribery by
companies from the world’s export giants is still common,
despite the existence of international anti-bribery laws
criminalising this practice, according to the Transparency
International 2008 Bribe Payers Index (BPI), the most
comprehensive survey of its kind to date. Companies of
Russia, China, Mexico and India are rated as the most
bribe payers and companies of Belgium, Canada and
Netherlands are the least bribe payers in World.

The Survey report also informs that Public works contracts
& construction sector is the biggest bribers in world.

The 2008 Bribe Payers Index (BPI) 2008 is a ranking of
22 of the world’s wealthiest and most economically
influential countries according to the likelihood of their
firms to bribe abroad. It is based on two questions asked
of   senior business executives from companies in 26
countries including Pakistan. To assess the international
supply side of bribery, senior business executives are
asked about the likelihood of foreign firms from countries
they have business dealings with, to engage in bribery
when doing business in their country.

In the Corruption Perceptions Index (CPI) 2008 in which
180 countries were included, amongst the same 22
countries, India ranked second most corrupt country at
85, Russia being the most corrupt at 147.

9th December is the sixth anniversary of the signing of
the United Nations Convention against Corruption.
Pakistan has ratified UNCAC on 11th August 2007. The
UN Convention against Corruption is a ray of hope to
more than a billion men and women who count as the
world's poor. UNCAC comprises of 71 Articles, ranging
from Rule of Law, FOI, Independent Judiciary, Transparent
Procurement, Money Laundering, and abuse of authority.

Syed Adil Gilani, Chairman TI Pakistan commenting on
the BPI, said that Corruption, defined as ‘Misuse of
authority for private gain’ impacts the poor
disproportionately. Corruption hinders economic
development, reduces social services, and diverts
investments in infrastructure, institutions and social
services. Moreover, it fosters an anti-democratic
environment characterized by uncertainty, unpredictability
and declining moral values and disrespect for constitutional
institutions and authority. He said that at this point of

time, the only solution to Pakistan financial crises is   an
open government system to implement good governance
and transparent Rule of Law, and fully independent
Judicial System, which   permits the citizen to follow up
cases of maladministration.
Transparency International Pakistan reminds all ruling
parities, that in their Election Manifesto, they have
committed for the following transparent measures, which
they must adhere to; There will be no discretion in any
administrative decision taken by government
servants; All public appointments will on merit, and
on predetermined criteria, and A clear commitment
that their party will combat corruption wherever and
whenever it occurs.

The table shows the results of the 2008 BPI with additional
statistical information. Scores range from 0 to 10, indicating
the likelihood of firms headquartered in these countries
to bribe when operating abroad. The higher a country’s
score is, the lower the propensity of companies from this
country to engage in bribery when doing business abroad.
The standard deviation is provided to give an indication
of the degree of agreement among respondents in relation
to each country: the smaller the standard deviation, the
broader the consensus among respondents. The
confidence intervals show the range of minimum and
maximum values where with 95 per cent of confidence
the true value of the index lies.

The fifth Youth in Governance Workshop was held on
November 26th & 27th, 2008 at Bahauddin Zakariya
University, Multan. Multan is a city in the Punjab province
of Pakistan and capital of Multan District. The city is the
sixth largest within the boundaries of Pakistan. Multan is
known as the 'City of Saints'. The city is full of , mosques,
shrines and superbly designed tombs. The city is known
for its kind and hospitable people. The Bahauddin Zakariya
University formally known as Multan University was the
best choice to organize the workshop.
A total of 200 youngsters from 16 Institutions and 6
faculties of BZU  participated in the workshop. Guests
from the Swiss Agency for Development, Educational
Institutions, media and organizations also participated in
the workshop. The two day workshop had three sessions
each on the first and second day.

The inaugural speech was given by the chief guest of
the workshop Prof. Dr. Muhamad Zafarullah, Vice
Chancellor of the host university. The chief guest
emphasized on the role of education to bring revolution
in the world. Mr. Saad Rashid, Executive Director TI-
Pakistan gave an introduction of TI-P and YinG program.

Second session on the theme of “Corruption: A Main
Cause of Political Instability” started after a short tea
break. The speaker of the session was Prof. Dr. Mansoor
Kundi, Dean of languages, University of Balochistan,
Quetta. The session was chaired by Prof. Dr. Azra Asghar
Ali, Chairperson of Pakistan Studies Department, BZU.
Dr. Kundi in his presentation said that corruption can
simply be defined as the misuse of authority and power
by those in office. The phenomenon is not new. Aristotle
who is called the founder of political science said that
corruption brings perversion to the system and makes it
less effective. He writes in his book, Politics "once
politicians in office have a number of things in favoring
their friends or spiting their enemies out" and this to him
brings corruption and instability. Politicians should avoid
private gains at public interests. Political instability leads
to crises of Identity, Legitimacy, Participation (political
Par t ies) ,  Representa t ion  and Penet ra t ion .

The speaker of the third session was Mr. Rashid Rehman,
Coordinator Multan Task Force of Human Rights
Commission of Pakistan (HRCP). The chair of the session
was Prof. Dr. Shirin Bukhari, Chairperson of English
Department, BZU. Mr. Rashid in his lecture on violation
of Human Rights necessitated that without human rights
no society can progress. The developed world has better
l ist of human rights than the developing or
underdeveloped. There is deep correlation between the
crisis of political development and the violation of human
rights in a state/society. The higher is the ratio of crises
the more is found violation of human rights. The leading
researches at micro and macro level support the
hypothesis that a country suffering from the crises of
political development are prone to the violation of human
rights.

First session of day two of the workshop was started with
the recitation of Holy Quran. The speaker of the session
was Prof. Dr. Syed Khawaja Alqama, Dean, Faculty of

Arts & Social Sciences, BZU and now the designate
Pakistan’s High Commissioner to Bangladesh. Dr. Alqama
spoke on the issue of leadership crisis and challenges
ahead. He said that Leadership plays an important role
in the development and disintegration of nations. A nation
is born at the hands of revolutionaries, visionaries, and
freedom fighters supported by youth and commonfolk;
strengthened by leadership. Pakistan from the beginning
has faced leadership crisis which began due to untimely
and early death of Quaid-e-Azam. His successors pledged
their support for the promotion of his ideas where only
and only Pakistan comes first with a tolerance and
promotion for all sects and classes of society, but showed
seeds of distrust and apathy without or little legitimacy
in office. We as a nation are 61 years old. The period
may not be a long period in the history of nation building,
nonetheless, it is sufficient enough to make adequate
progress in the development of important infrastructure.
China, Malaysia, Indonesia, South Korea etc. achieved
nationhood after we did, but have progressed far ahead
of us.

The speaker of the session was Mr. Zia ur Rehman, Chief
Executive of Awaz Foundation. He spoke on the role of
community participation which has been the practice of
established medieval and modern societies. Islam teaches
it as a priority which unfortunately has not been practiced
in many Islamic republics/states. The speaker agreed
that the sense of community participation has been
vanishing due to populace dependence on government
support in rural areas. Many rural areas in wake of flood
or natural disaster would mobilize their own timely efforts
to deal with the situation. With one call or beat of drum
they would bring their ox driven ploughs and human
resource but now they look forward to Nazim or local
bodies institutions and fail to understand the necessity
of the timely stitch which could save them nine they face
few days later. However, a welfare state demands that
government does and infuse the sense of community
support.

Third and the last session of two day workshop of “Youth
in Governance” was based on the presentations by
participants/students. The chair of the session was Prof.
Dr. Hayat Awan, Dean of Institute of Management
Sciences, BZU. The speeches of the students were very
much appreciated by the guests and speakers. Certificates
were given to all the participants. Though all the students
presented their address expressively, the jury adjudged
Mr. Qaisar Khalid from University of Punjab, Lahore as
first and also chose second and third.. They were
presented a token prize. The workshop concluded with
a vote of thanks by Mr. Saad Rashid.

HOW DOES CORRUPTION THREATEN OUR SOCIETY?
“The surest way to corrupt a youth is to instruct him to
hold in higher esteem those who think alike than those

who think differently ” -  Friedrich Nietzch ...

When people come into a position of power where the
definition of control becomes a new definition according to
their point of view, they unleash a feeling in their minds that
what ever decision they make that directly conflicts the lives
of other people, they don't feel responsible. That's when
power corrupts the minds of people. People in power feel
that they can do anything when their in Power for a long
period of time.

Corruption is something that is motivated by greed and
deception. It's a very Sinister personality that controls and
destroys people's live and makes them the kind of person
other people don't want to associate with. When a person
is in power, some situations occur when they can acquire
anything, lying, bribing, coning, or stealing. With these in
mind anybody in power could become a powerful foe.

Corruption that is all around us, omnipresent, almost like a
distorted, antithetical version of God for the New Millennium.
It is literally under every stone you turn." It is also in every
alley you turn into, every nook and cranny you might care
to peep into. It happens as much in broad daylight as it
does behind closed doors. It is as much a part of my life as
it is of yours. Corruption is the symptom of a disease that
has as its progenitor’s over-centralization of power, non-
transparency in all government functions and lack of
accountability. Lack of transparency gets majority votes for
being the single largest factor that provides an ideal breeding
ground for corruption. Crores from development projects
are siphoned off annually to Swiss bank accounts before
anybody notices anything amiss.

Today, we are so used to corruption at every level that we
may no longer be shocked by it – nor do we always emphasis
that it is sinful.
Traditional methods of exchanging work for food, or bartering
different goods, now rarely take place. Our societies worship
two idols – money and the market system. These benefit
those who are privileged, while poorer people are
marginalized. Obtaining money or riches now seems to take
priority in all areas of life. The result is that more and more
money and services benefit a smaller and smaller number
of people.

Corruption takes places within both public and private
services. Examples of corruption include the cancellation
of fines, illegal commission, keeping false accounts, and
false projection of share performance and profits. Other
illegal ways of gaining large amounts of money can include
drug trafficking, human trafficking (whether for emigration
or prostitution), selling political favours and tax evasion.

Men and women who work honestly throughout their lives
will rarely make large fortunes. What is the real purpose of
wealth? What social functions should money provide?
Efforts to fight corruption are gathering momentum in all
parts of the world. Globalization of capital, increasingly
democratic politics, and a growing intolerance for corruption
have fueled these efforts. While meaningful reductions in
corruption entail a long time horizon, the process requires
political leadership, collective action, and informed decisions
throughout.

To support this work in partner countries, the World Bank
Institute (WBI) has developed a core course on fighting
corruption. The course highlights both the process and
substance of anti-corruption reforms. From what has been
learned to date, we know that fighting corruption is an
inherently political process that requires committed activities
working both in and out of government
to achieve lasting change. It is also a phenomenon that
takes different forms in every country and so calls for a
tailored approach involving a unique configuration of
substantive reforms

Many of us may feel inhibited discussing corruption issues.
To overcome this, we can generate a debate within our
community, whether at home or at work, regarding the
corrupt practices we come in contact with. Ask yourself
and your friends why things seem to be going wrong, and
how they might be corrected. Have brainstorming sessions
to come up with ideas as to how systems can be made
more transparent and accountable. Write letters to
newspapers, but try to suggest improvements, not just
complain about the way things are at present. It is small
steps like these that snowball into movements that change
society.

Information is essential for establishing priorities in anti-
corruption efforts. While corruption is clearly a symptom
of inefficient institutions and policies, knowing what reforms
are needed is not always straightforward. Until recently, it
was considered impossible to systematically measure
corruption in government institutions and assess its
economic and social costs. With the advent of a large
number of survey instruments and other techniques,
however, a rich database on government performance and
corruption is emerging. Diagnosing corruption helps a
country understand the shortcoming in its policies and
institutions, and can help establish priorities for reform by
identifying activities and agencies where corruption is
concentrated.

The diagnostic approach has other advantages as well.
Almost by definition, surveys of households, enterprises,
and public officials are participatory, and thereby help to
raise awareness of the issue. Once disseminated, the data
stimulate debate and broader support for reforms. Rigorous
data are also difficult for corrupt agencies and politicians
to refute, and so can de-politicize the debate on corruption.
Further, empirical surveys establish a baseline against
which the successes of failures or reform can be measured.
By institutionalizing data collection and dissemination,
ongoing reform efforts can also be monitored. Such
institutionalized monitoring mechanisms can play a major
role in reducing corruption.

Empowering the people and putting them in charge of their
own neighborhood will reduce corruption as well as make
administration effective because that is where the
administrators themselves live

The media investigates and reports incidences of corruption,
and raises public awareness about the causes,
consequences and possible remedies of corruption. Hard-
hitting, independent journalism can act as a counterweight
to corruption by informing public debate in a way that
enhances political competition and accountability. Reforms
to strengthen the media include prohibiting censorship,
promoting access to information, discouraging use of libel
and defamation laws, protecting journalists from harm,
encouraging diversity of media ownership, and providing
investigative journalism training.
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The National Chapters of Transparency International are
building coalitions to strengthen integrity systems in their
countries. The framework for strengthening integrity systems
is set out in TI's National Integrity Source Book. This
describes practical reforms that can be taken in each sector
of society.

This project also includes creating an international framework
against corruption that will ensure that the agendas of
international organizations give high priority to curbing
corruption. Intergovernmental agreements are being
developed to fight corruption in an internationally coordinated
manner. Both the TI Secretariat and TI National Chapters
around the world actively monitor the implementation of
such agreements by the signatory countries. This includes
monitoring international conventions concluded within the
framework of the Council of Europe, the European Union
and the Organization of American States. Most anti-
corruption drives or remedial measures taken are geared
towards taking stringent steps to punish those who are
corrupt or to instill fear in them.

First of all, you and I need to get off our moral high horses
and shake off the complacence that comes with
'dispassionate discussion' or, in other words, pointing fingers
at others. Let's face it, that's what we have been doing for
the past 3,500 odd words since this article began. We have
examined society and people, but what about our own
selves? For every finger that we have pointed at politicians
or bureaucrats or the government (or the babu in a certain
daftar [office] counting soiled fifty rupee notes), four fingers
have pointed right back at us. It is time to turn the light, and
the microscope, inwards. We might begin by asking
ourselves: Am I incorruptible? If an opportunity comes my
way, would I desist? It is easy to be a person of steadfast
integrity until a temptation presents itself. What if... will I...
may be... only if nobody got to know... only if I needed the
money for something urgent... only if it were a life-and-
death matter... Carry on.

Some of the answers might surprise you for you may not
really be who you think you are. I, for one, discovered that
although I might be impervious to the lure of lucre, I would
not be averse to bribing my way through for a driving license.
And this, when I believe both the giver and taker of the
bribe to be equally guilty of corruption. Another young
person who claimed a absolutely impeccable moral standards
admitted to giving up a 'tip' to a clerk at a land records office.
Getting rid of the kind of hypocrisy that keeps us from
judging ourselves of what we believe to be incorrect in
others may perhaps change the mindsets that let corruption
fester.
